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Nuestro espacio protegido, se encuentra en uno de los ferritorios con
mayor biodiversidad del continente europeo. A su enorme diversidad
botanica, se asocia una espectacular complejidad entomologica,
con mas de 200 especies endémicas (casi 300 si consideramos las
subespecies).

La abundancia de nuestras mariposas se situa en torno a las 120
especies, muchas de ellas analogas a los ambientes alpinos del
continente europeo, de las estepas asiaticas y de zonas aridas del
norte de Africa, encontrando también elementos exclusivamente
mediterraneos y béticos. En este cuaderno, mostramos algunas de las
mas llamativas y representativas.

Melitaea phoebe Lycaena phlaeas
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The Sierra Nevada range is a protected area with the highest
percentage of exclusive plant species in Europe. Its enormous
botanical diversity is associated with a spectacular enfomological
complexity, with more than 200 endemic species (almost 300 if we
consider the subspecies) of insects.

The abundance of our butterflies is around 120 species, many of
which are analogous to those living in the alpine environments of

the European continent, in the Asian steppes, and in the arid zones
of North Africa. But others are exclusive to the Mediterranean or the
Baetic ranges. In this small guide, we show some of the most striking,
exclusive and representative butterflies of our mountains.
